Curriculum

At Manor we anticipate the Curriculum will be a curriculum of excellence encompassing the aims,

values and ethos of the school, and is delivered with a high regard of pursuing high standards and
enjoyment. The Curriculum has been designed to encompass the following the 3 I's approach; an

integrated, inspiring and independent thinking approach.

Integrated —The primary programmes of study advocates learning experiences which are relevant,
purposeful, and worthwhile. If experiences are to engage children, they need to be shaped by
children's interest and enthusiasm. This means choosing themes and topics that will stimulate
children’s thinking and integrating other subjects so that children are able to make links across
subjects. : — :

Inspiring- The aim of the inspire aspect is to bring out the arts
in the curriculum, encouraging our children to be artistic and [ aes
becoming increasingly aware of the diversity and evolving '
society we live in and celebrating the rich culture in our
environment.

Independent thinking- De Bono Thinking Hats

De Bono Thinking Hats

De Bono theories are the pedagogical theory that we base our curriculum on here at MJS. It
provides children with a systematic method of thinking in a completely new and different way that
provides them with the skills and tools to think independently, be inspired to apply their learning
and think innovatively. Children have been learning how to separate thinking into six distinct
categories. Each category is identified with its own coloured metaphorical "thinking hat." By
mentally wearing and switching "hats," our children learn to easily focus or redirect their thoughts,
their learning discussions, or the entire lesson. Our children are learning to work as teams and to
develop a collective mental capacity that enables them to tap into the collective wisdom of their
classmates and function well together. Our learning theory of de Bono’s six thinking hats applied
across the curriculum helps children to:

e Discuss and debate issues in a considered way without emotions or egos making bad decisions
e Avoid the easy but mediocre decisions by knowing how to dig deeper

e Increase learning and even more important -be more effective

e Make creative solutions the norm

e Maximize and organise their thoughts and ideas

e Get to the right solution quickly and with a shared vision

English

During the first half term, we will be linking our 3i’s curriculum to our English text Grandpa
Chatterji. We will be exploring Indian cultures and traditions and contrasting and comparing them
with our own cultures. In writing, we will be focusing on basic sentence structure and composition,
ensuring the children can create grammatically plausible sentences and present their writing using
a clear, cursive style of handwriting.
